The 2015 Facilities Master Plan Update will evaluate changes in land use, new projects and an enroliment increase of
3,745 from 2015-2020. As an urban area, the potential impacts are traffic and traffic-related noise and air quality
impacts. The project includes demolition of Hilmer Lodge Stadium and new development on the 32.2-acre site:
including the Athletic Complex East (Phase 1) and Physical Education Complex (Phase 2). Together, the two projects
are named the Physical Education Project. The existing stadium had 11,940 permanent seats. The new stadium will
include a 9-lane 400-meter track, permanent bleachers for 10,912. The net increase at buildout for the FMP Update is
less than 500,000 gross square feet. + !
