2. Possession, sale, or otherwise furnishing any firearm, knife, explosive, or other dangerous object, including but not limited to any facsimile firearm,
knife, or explosive, unless, in the case of possession of any object of this type, the student has obtained written permission to possess the item from a
College employee, which is concurred by the College President/CEQ.

3. Unlawful possession, use, sale, offer to sell, or furnishing, or being under the influence of, any controlled substance listed in Chapter 2 (commencing
with Section 11053) of Division 10 of the California Health and Safety Code, an alcoholic beverage, or an intoxicant of any kind; or unlawful possession of,
or offering, arranging, or negotiating the sale of any drug paraphernalia, as defined in California Health and Safety Code Section 11014.5.

4. Committing or attempting to commit robbery or extortion.
8. Committing sexual harassment as defined by law or by College policies and procedures.

9. Engaging in harassing or discriminatory behavior based on disability, gender, gender identify, gender expression, marital status, nationality, race or
ethnicity, religion, sexual orientation, or any other status protected by law.
