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e The Instructional Leadership Team is reading How to be Antiracist by Ibrahim X.
Kendi.

e AB1096 was signed by Governor Newsom, which will allow community colleges to
offer courses in other languages than English without requiring a supplemental ESL
course. Madelyn notes this will have a beneficial impact on some noncredit
programs and open access to English language learners.

2. Cabinet reviewed the Chancellor's Office Memo, Update on Systemwide Use of the
California_Community Colleges Identifier (CCCID), which outlines the requirement for
colleges to implement the systemwide use of CCCID by June 2024. Student Services is
working through this requirement, and we are compliant. Student Services continues to
work with IT to assign legacy students (pre-2012) a unique identifier. With IT’s support,
SCE will need to conduct uploads for currently enrolled noncredit students because SCE
students do not complete CCCApply.

3. A second all-campus Public Safety Town Hall will be held on Thursday, October 26%, from
2:30-4:30 p.m. in the Design Technology Center 13-1700, which will also be streamed. The
format will include the opportunity for both students and employees to ask live questions of
a panel.

4. The draft agenda for the Board Study Session was reviewed, and the timing of
presentations was confirmed.
