	By the end of the term, 70% of the students will receive a passing score on the Additional Assessment Plan rubric (required score of 22 out of 29) as administered by trained ESL assessors.
	With 5 out of 5 classes reporting, the average passing rate was 76% in Fall 2005.
	1. Outcome themes may vary  term to term based on student selection. We will have a new survey of students to determine outcome “themes” for fall 2006.

	For Level 1 

Students will be able to describe and access services offered at DMV and read, interpret and identify legal response to regulations, roadside signs, and traffic signals.
	By the end of the term, 70% of the students will receive a passing score on the Additional Assessment Plan rubric (required score of 25 out of 43) as administered by trained ESL assessors.
	With 8 out of 8 classes reporting, the average passing rate was 95% in Fall 2005.
	

	
	For Level 2
Students will be able to respond correctly to questions about the history and government of the United States in order to be successful in the naturalization process.
	By the end of the term, 70% of the students will receive a passing score on the Additional Assessment Plan rubric (required score of 28 out of 41) as administered by trained ESL assessors.
	With 10 out of 10 classes reporting, the average passing rate was 79% in Fall 2005.

	For Level 3  

Students will be able to Identify and access employment and training resources needed to apply for a job.


	By the end of the term, 70% of the students will receive a passing score on the Additional Assessment Plan rubric (required score of 76 out of 95) as administered by trained ESL assessors.
	With 10 out of 10 classes reporting, the average passing rate was 88% in Fall 2005.
