V. Officer Reports
A. President 
1. The Senate Executive Board is working on the Goals for the Academic year 2008-2009.  Faculty who would like to see the Senate address any particular academic & professional matter may contact the Senate President at mhillman@mtsac.edu. 
2. AMAC Update:  A one year temp for Music (replacement for Chevalier) and another for Math (replacement for Schania) were approved.  Two replacement positions for English were approved (Cole-late retirement, Blake-Judd-reassignment).  A replacement position for a late retirement (Lawrence) in Counseling was approved.  
3. PAC Update:  PAC has recommended to the President a theme for the next academic year. The theme will be “Developmental Education.”  The new mission statement will be posted in all classrooms next year.   The committee reviewed and approved all committee requests with the exception of the Distance Learning Committee.  The purpose and function statement was not approved by the Senate, so it will be returned to the committee so they might follow the established process. BP1200-College Mission and BP2015 – Student Member were approved by PAC. BP 6200 – Budget Preparation was referred to the Budget Committee for review.  
4. Banner Update:  Focus groups have been ongoing for the Luminis Portal; scheduling of hands-on training for faculty, staff and students is in process.  A task force of users was created by VP Miyamoto, and a PeopleAdmin Product Expert will review the use of People Admin.  Phone registration will be discontinued effective summer 2009.  Students who use phone registration will be personally notified.  Faculty are asked to encourage students to use my.mtsac.edu for registration or adding/dropping classes.  The urgent need for an employee training plan was discussed.  Faculty will no longer receive paper rosters beginning summer 2009.  However, faculty will be able to print class lists and rosters at anytime.  Stations for printing rosters will be available for part-time faculty.  The waitlist will be discontinued effective summer 2009, and faculty will need to use registration dates for adding students into their classes.  The discontinuation of the waitlist was approved by Senate until the implementation of Banner 8.0.  The Banner version that will be in use in summer 2009 does not accommodate waitlists in a way acceptable to Mt. SAC.   The Senate will need to discuss the parameters of the waitlist and give direction in regards to, for example, the automatic adding of students when a space opens in a section.  The number of students on the waitlist will also be discussed.  The Senate will also discuss and give direction to the district in regards to purchasing plagiarism software.  President Grimes-Hillman will present the concerns of the faculty to the Banner Steering Committee.

VII. Faculty Association  
A. Representative Council:  The first meeting of the Representative Council was held Tuesday, September 2nd.  The Director of Public Safety, Jeff Parker, introduced a new AP on Campus Safety and a BP on the Use of Force which will be presented to the BOT for approval at the September meeting.  The Council also discussed the possibility of changing our life insurance policy from $50,000 by Hartford to a $75,000 policy by MetLife.  Finally the Council was asked to consider making a $25,000 donation to the Measure RR Campaign.  Both the life insurance policy issue and the bond contribution will be action items at the next meeting on Tuesday, October 7th. 
B. Contract Ratification:  The new faculty agreement has been ratified by FA members and approved by the BOT.  The return rate was 45%.  Of the Association members who voted, 99% voted to ratify the changes.  New contracts should be available within the next couple of weeks.

	Jazz Improvisation and Performance Choir

An advanced vocal jazz choir. This choir will perform advanced vocal jazz arrangements and students will study the historical, theoretical and technical aspects of both instrumental and vocal jazz. Advanced solo singing techniques and scat singing will be rehearsed and the choir will perform at least one concert each semester at Mt. SAC along with attending and performing at a variety of musical venues. This class will have the opportunity to work with guest artists and make CD recordings. Attendance is required at assigned public performances. Students who repeat this course will improve skills through further instruction and practice. Admission by audition. 	BIOL 50
	Biology Basic Skills

Basic skills needed for students to succeed in biological science classes. Topics include a contrast of the academic demands of science to non-science disciplines, preparation for biological laboratory experiences as well as lectures, development of personal study plan to manage the large volume of information, interpretation of biological graphs and diagrams, introduction to common Latin and Greek words to build vocabulary, use of memorization techniques, application of test-taking strategies for biological exams, especially lab practica, and analysis of test results. These techniques and strategies will be discussed using biological concepts and vocabularies as examples. Recommended to be taken concurrently with any biological science class. (Biology Department Minutes: 18 October 2007)
