Each
course reflects CVC@ONE Course Design Rubric standards and POCR best
practices, integrates OER materials for student affordability and access,
reduces course preparation time for instructors, supports new and part-time
faculty with limited prep windows, and allows personalization and local
customization while maintaining high-quality design.
