Concept Check: Honorific Verbs

Honorific verbs are used to describe the actions of people you respect. You can use honorific verbs when
talking to or about teachers, your boss at work, or anyone higher up in the social hierarchy. In this activity,
you will use honorific verbs to interview a Japanese celebrity. You may not however, use honorific verbs to
describe your own actions.

Let’s review how to conjugate honorific verbs.

W3, 17<. and 3% become L\52L%3 or W5OLPVET
8% becomes CHAICHES

E D becomes H20L%% or Ho2LPVET

9% becomes 1583 or BENKT

B N% and BXE become $HLHAN'S
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o <N becomes <f2&% or <IZEVXT

e 1% becomes EPTHICHD

e ~TW3 becomes ~TL\b2L»% or ~TLWH2LPWVWEXT

In most other cases, you can use the formula &+ verb stem+ [C75% to conjugate the honorific verb.
Ex. 559 becomes HFELICHS

Ex. &7 becomes BRW\CHD
