This construction is
very useful when you want to talk about a change that is taking place or that has already taken place or will
take place. This form is great to use when talking about seasonal changes and weather changes. However, it
does not have to be weather. It can be anything. In many cases, the past tense would be more appropriate
since the state has already changed. Make sure you choose the appropriate tense when using ~©{/o} %] t},
