There are many ways that students can pay for their education including: income, student loans, and
scholarships. A scholarship is money awarded to students to support their education. Students can receive
money for academic achievement, athletic performance, or student involvement in the community or college.
The Mt. San Antonio College ESL Scholarship Committee offers scholarships annually for students who plan to

take Mt. SAC credit classes.

who have the following requirements to apply:

e Current Mt. SAC ESL Students Level 4, 5, 6 or VESL or prior Mt. SAC ESL Students with fewer than 6
units of credit.

e Students who attended at least 12 weeks of a semester and have passed a Mt. SAC ESL Level class with
Priority Status.

e Students who are planning and are eligible to attend credit class at Mt. SAC in the Fall semester.
