Section 1: Conjugating Irregular Verbs in the Present Tense
e Irregular verbs are those that have changes in their stem when conjugated.

For example:

Regular verb: comer - the italicized portion is the stem and the bold portion is the infinitive
ending.
yo: como
tu: comes
él/ella/usted: come
nosotros: comemos
vosotros: coméis
ellos/ellas/ustedes: comen

Irregular verb: tener — the stem changes in some conjugations.

yo: tengo

tu: tienes

él/ella/usted: tiene
nosotros: tenemos
vosotros: tenéis
ellos/ellas/ustedes: tienen
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e There are also verbs that change in all forms; they are called total irregulars.

Total Irregular Verbs in the Present Tense

Ir-to go Ser —to be

Yo voy Yo soy

Tu vas Tu eres

El/ella/usted va El/ella/usted es
Nosotros vamos Nosotros somos
Vosotros vais Vosotros sois
Ellos/ellas/ustedes van Ellos/ellas/ustedes son

e There are verbs that only change in the yo form, and remain the same in all other forms, they are
called yo irregulars.

Irregular verbs in the yo form

Caber- to fit Dar- to give

Yo quepo Yo doy

Tu cabes Tu das

El/ella/usted cabe El/ella/usted da

Nosotros cabemos Nosotros damos

Vosotros cabéis Vosotros dais

Ellos/ellas/ustedes caben Ellos/ellas/ustedes dan

Saber- to know Traer- to bring

Yo sé Yo traigo

Tu sabes Tu traes

El/ella/usted sabe El/ella/usted trae

Nosotros sabemos Nosotros traemos

Vosotros sabéis Vosotros traéis
