? Do not worry about grammar, spelling, oi; sentence structure. Simply get your ~ wy 
·written. Jlyou have time, go back and proofread. 

2. Do outline your answer first so that_jt' is in three parts - evaluation of need, activity or 
strntegy to meet the need, anc\.the,rationalefi'or using the activity? Make sure that the 
three·parts are there. 

3. Do not list more activities and/or strategies than are required unless you de'velo-p the 
activity/strategy thoroughly. Too many activities/strategies listed~vithout a"thorough 
explanation can Jeaye the-impression that you are uncertain of what to do. Also, you 
~ on't have time to do more than wh,tt is required. 

4. Do include yourself as teacher in the answer. Do not say the child needs to . ,. Rather 
state that I will teach, model, show, work with, etc. 

5. Do not worry if you have forgotten tile term or name for the activity or strategy. 
Continue responding to the case sfudy or short answer and be thorough in describing 
what you would do. You may even receive full credit They want to know that you 
can rise to the occasion and assist any ci 'ild to become a life1ong reader. -· 

6. DQ write whatever activity/strategy will help a student even if it may not be age 
appropriate. JEor examplp, ifyou are experienced in teaching lower elementary 
children and t he case s.tudy-addresse"'s a pLO.bk_m fo, upper elementary st\,ldents, use a 
strategy 1har would work with l6wer elementary. Do not leave the page blank. . 
(You'll get some credit.) Go back and make it grade appropriate if you have time. 

7 . Do not assess the child unless tftey ask you to do so. The prompt gives all the 
information you need to write a response. Don't say that you will look at their cums. 
AnJ reference to cums usually suggests you n1ay be unsure of what to do.
