Glossary:

A clause is a group of words that has a subject and a verb.

An independent clause (IC) has a subject and a verb and a
complete thought. It can stand by itself.

A dependent clause (DC) has a subject and a verb, but it does

not have a complete thought. It cannot stand by itself.
